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1. INTRODUCTION

Georgia Power Company (Georgia Power) owns and operates Plant McIntosh located in southeast 
Effingham County, Georgia.  The plant is approximately 4 miles northeast of the city of Rincon, Georgia 
and 20 miles north-northwest of the city of Savannah, Georgia.  The plant property is on the west bank of 
the Savannah River at Big Kiffer Point, south from mile 41.4 to mile 43.1.  Plant McIntosh comprises 11 
generating units, eight – 80-megawatt (MW) combustion turbines units, two – 660 MW combined cycle 
units, and a 167 MW coal-fired generating unit.    

In accordance with the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Environmental Protection Division 
(Georgia EPD) Rules for Solid Waste Management, Rule 391-3-4-.10 – Coal Combustion Residuals (CCR), 
Plant McIntosh Coal Combustion Residual (CCR) Inactive Landfill No. 3 (Landfill No. 3) is classified as an 
“Inactive” CCR landfill because it stopped receiving wastes prior to October 19, 2015.  The closure of 
Landfill No. 3 was completed in 2005.  Georgia EPD issued a Closure Certificate on March 21, 2008.  Copies 
of the closure certificate and deed notice with legal description are provided in Section 2 of Part B – 
Supporting Documents.  The Post-Closure Care period for Landfill No. 3 began on March 21, 2008.  
Therefore, a written Closure Plan for Landfill No. 3 is not applicable.  

Rule 391-3-4-.10(5)(c) stipulates the operation and use if the CCR unit shall be in accordance with solid 
waste handling permit.  Landfill No. 3 was designed, permitted, operated, and closed in accordance with 
Solid Waste Handling Permit 051-008D(L)(I).  Georgia Power is continuing to comply with all conditions of 
the solid waste handling permit during the post-closure care period.

Rule 391-3-4-.10(9)(b)4. requires the Owner to submit a financial assurance mechanism meeting the 
requirements of Rule 391-3-4-.13.  Financial assurance for the post-closure care period for Landfill No. 3 
is addressed in the Post Closure Plan included in this application.  Georgia Power will provide a 
demonstration of financial assurance upon approval of the long-term care estimate by Georgia EPD. 

Rule 391-3-4-.10(9)(c)3.(ii) requires a description of how the CCR landfills operating criteria requirements 
in 40 CFR 257.80 (Air Criteria), 40 CFR 257.81 (Runoff/Run-off), and 40 CFR 257.84 (Inspections) are met. 
Since landfill No. 3 has been closed and is currently in the post-closure care period, as described above, 
the description of how Georgia Power will meet the dust control, run-on/run-off, and inspection 
requirements through the post-closure care period is included in the Post Closure Plan, Part A, Section 6 
of this application package.

Rule 391-3-4-.10(9)(c)3.(iv) requires an explanation of how the closure and post-closure care 
requirements of 40 CFR 257.102 and 40 CFR 257.104 are met.  Since landfill No. 3 has been closed and is 
currently in the post-closure care period, as described above, the explanation of how Georgia Power has 
met the closure requirements of 40 CFR 257.102 and how the post-closure care requirements of 40 CFR 
257.104 will be met are included in the Post Closure Plan, Part A, Section 6 of this application package.

Rule 391-3-4-.10(9)(c)4. requires Inactive CCR Landfills to meet the requirements of subparagraphs 
(9)(c)3.(i)–(iv) and excludes subparagraph (9)(c)3.(v) of the Rule for an existing CCR landfill.  So, a website 
address to post the information required by 40 CFR 257.105, 40 CFR 257.106, and 40 CFR 257.107 is not 
required for Landfill No. 3 because it is an Inactive CCR Landfill.  

Georgia Power is submitting the attached information in support of an application for a solid waste 
handling permit as required under Rules 391-3-4-.10(9)(a), 391-3-4-.10(9)(b), and 391-3-4-.10(9)(c)4 for 
an inactive CCR landfill.

Plant McIntosh Existing Coal Combustion Residuals (CCR) Landfill No. 3 was permitted on March 2, 1984 
when the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Environmental Protection Division (Georgia EPD) 
issued Solid Waste Handling Permit No. 051-008D(LI).  The permit allowed the construction and operation 
of Landfill No. 3 in accordance with the approved Design and Operational Plan.  The closure of Landfill No. 
3 was completed in 2005.  Georgia EPD issued a Closure Certificate on March 21, 2008.  Copies of the 
closure certificate and deed notice are provided in Section 2.  This report fulfills the requirements for an 
application for a Solid Waste Handling Permit for Landfill No. 3 as an Inactive CCR Landfill in accordance 
with Rules 391-3-4-.10(9)(a), 391-3-4-.10(9)(b), and 391-3-4-.10(9)(c)4.

GEI Consultants, Inc. (GEI), is an engineering firm employing professional engineers in good standing in 
accordance with State statutes, and the firm has experience in the design and construction of solid waste 
disposal facilities.  John M. Trast, P.E., with GEI is the Engineer of Record for this permit application.  He is 
registered in the state of Georgia and has more than 25 years of experience in Engineering.
